2 During charging, the LED Indicator keeps red, after charging completed, the LED

Indicator off.

3 When charging completed, disconnect the AC Adaptor from the DC-IN jack of

your device and the wall outlet (wall socket).

Charging Time

To charge a completely discharged battery using the AC Adaptor needs about 4 hours.

Settings/Power window show the current battery level.

Turning On the Device

1. Slide the power switch to the ‘-* side to turn on the device.
2. Please wait a moment for initializing, it will take some time for system to boot up.
3. If the device can not boot up or show low battery level after turning on, please plug

in the AC adapter and make sure of the battery get charged.

Suspend Mode

When going to suspend mode, the system enters a low-power state. Information on
open applications will be stored in RAM, while most of the system’s other components are
turned off, such as LCD screen, hard disk, etc. The system in suspend mode can use a little

power to maintain the data in the RAM. So the system can be woke up quickly by pressing
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suspend button and resume working.

1. Along press suspend button, the system goes into suspend mode A short press

can wake up the system from suspend mode.

2. According to the power management settings, the system can place the device in a

suspended power state after a certain period of inactivity. It's also a power saving

mode.

Turn Off the Device

1 Before turning off the device, please close all applications.
2 Ashort press suspend button, and the system enters suspend mode.
3 Slide the power switch to the ‘0’ side to turn off the device.

7. Select Edit Playlist. Enter the playlist editor application. See also information
for playlist editor details.

8. Select Delete Playlist. Delete the selected playlist.

Use the Up and Down buttons to select Create Playlist. After typing the new
playlist name, enter the playlist editor application.

Add an Item to a Playlist

Click an individual item in media library to add it into the playlist.

Delete an Item from a Playlist

Click an individual item in the playlist that you want to remove, and then delete it from
the playlist.
Note: The item is deleted from the playlist. You can add it back to the playlist at any

time by clicking the item in media library, because the item is not deleted from media library.

Rearrange Items in a Playlist
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Click the item you want to move in the playlist, and then press left or right button will

drag an item to a higher or lower position in the list.

Switch between the Upper Area to the Nether Area in the Playlist Editor

Press ‘F/TV’ button, the highlight bar will focus on between the upper area to the nether

area in the playlist editor.

rate, frame rate, and buffer size.

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1. Connect the supplied S-Video connecting cable to the S-Video out jack of the device
and S-Video input jack of the TV.

2. Connect the supplied audio cable connecting to the Audio out jack (same as earphone
jack) of the device and audio input jack of the TV.

3. Turnon TV, and set the TV/Video switch to ‘Video'.

4. Long press ‘F/TV’ button, the LCD screen will go black and switch the signal to your TV
system.

5. To switch the signal back to internal LCD, long press ‘F/TV’ button again.

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When the device connects to the computer, suggest the user uses computer to change
the file name or create the new file folder. In some case, if user can not use computer to
input, the device system support virtual keyboard. The user can user the virtual keyboard to

do some simply input.

If use virtual keyboard, there is no symbol input to the textbox. System will default the

user not get into the input, e.g. did not rename or create the new file folder name.

The “Home” button in the panel corresponding to the “Shift” function in the virtual

keyboard, use it to switch to the capital letter and switch between special symbols.

The “F/TV” button in the panel corresponding to the “Backspace” function in the virtual

keyboard, use it to delete the symbol in the textbox.

The “<-" button in the panel corresponding to the “Enter” function in the virtual keyboard,

use it to save and quit.

The user can use 5-way switch to choose the input symbol, and use “Enter” button to

choose the symbol input to textbox.
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While you are sharing video or images with friends through TV, you can use Remote
Control to control the device. The following picture shows what the buttons do in remote

control. The buttons actually correspond with the buttons in the panel.

The remote control uses IR to control the device. The following picture showed the

remote control buttons. All the buttons are correspond to the device buttons.

The device can be used as USB 2.0 external hard disk. So the device can work USB 2.0
High speed at 480 Mb/s or full speed at 12Mb/s. For operation in High—Speed, your
computer must have Hi-Speed USB 2.0 ports (480Mbps). If your computer has USB 2.0 port,
the device can transfer data rate from 12mbyte/sec to 15mbyte/sec If your computer only
has USB 1.1 port, the device can only run in Full-Speed (12Mbps).

3 Connect the USB cable to your computer.
4 Windows 98 will automatically detect the device and click “Next” to continue

5 Select “Search for the best driver for your device. (Recommended)” and click “Next”.
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6 Select “Specify a location” and specify the path of the installation driver is stored in.

Then click “Next” to continue.

7 Windows will find the driver for the device from the path provided. Click “Next” to

continue.
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8 When the installation is completed, click “Finish” to exit.

Connect the Device to Your Computer

1 Turn on your computer and device.
2 Connect the USB cable to the USB jack of the device.
3 Connect the USB cable to your computer.

4 Wait for a while, your computer will recognize the device to be portable hard disk.
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Attention: Before you connect the USB cable to the device, make sure your device
already turn on thoroughly, otherwise the device will not be boot up.

The screen on your Device changes to the Connected screen when the connection is
complete.

Copy Files to the Device

1. Make sure external AC adapter is powering the device.

2. Close all running applications.

3. Connect the device to your computer.

Double-click portable hard disk, you can copy your movie, music, and photo files to the

corresponding folder of the portable hard disk from your computer.

Note: Other file type such as music or photo that may be in ‘Video only’ mode will not
be listed. You can view the files via the Files.

Checking and Fixing the Portable Hard Disk

If the file system encounters errors, ChkDsk can creates and displays a status report for
the portable hard disk.

4. Click "Run” and type “chkdsk k /f* [f: fixes errors on the disk. The disk must be

Formatting Portable Hard Disk

In some reason, you maybe need reformat your portable hard disk, you can do as the
follow the steps

Attention: reformatting will delete all the data on the portable hard disk.
1. Make sure external AC adapter is powering the device.
2. Close all running applications.
3. Connect the device to your computer.
4. Click “Setting-] Control Panel-] Management Tools-] Computer Management”. In the
console tree, click “Disk Management”. The “Disk Management” window appears. Your

disks and volumes appear in a graphical view and list view.
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5. In the “Disk Management” window, right-click the portable hard disk, and then click
“Format”.

6. Click the file system that you want to use in the “File System” box.
Attention: The Device system only supports FAT32, so format system must be FAT32.

7. Click OK and the format process starts.
